PARENT VOLUNTEER COMMITMENT
Okanagan Athletics Club (OAC) relies solely on volunteers for its operational success.  The fees that are generated are only a portion of what is needed to cover the cost of rent, supplies, equipment, and so forth.  Since OAC is a not for profit, parent run organization, every family must take on the responsibility to do their share in helping to fundraise, and volunteer in various activities.  This commitment helps to subsidize your fees.

This year the Parent Volunteer Commitment deposit will be $200.00.  The cheque should be post dated to September 30, 2011 payable to OAC and given at time of registration along with a signature by a parent that they agree to this volunteer commitment.  A minimum of 20 volunteer hours is required of each family to recoup your deposit.

You will be responsible for filling out a volunteer form that will be included in your 20011 Handbook provided at the beginning of your spring training.  This form includes the activity you volunteered for, the amount of hours you volunteered, your athlete’s name and a place for a signature from a Coach, Jack Brow Committee Member or executive member to verify your activity.  These forms can be given to our Club Registrar and/or Club Volunteer Coordinator through-out the season.  If your volunteer hours have been met, then your cheque is destroyed.  If you have not completed your hours by September 30, 2011, then your deposit cheque WILL BE cashed.  Our objectives are to have volunteers participating actively in the club – not collect any monies.
Hosting the Jack Brow is the most labour-intensive activity for the club.  If your child is competing at the Jack Brow this is a very good opportunity to work off a large portion if not all your volunteer hours.  The Jack Brow requires hundreds of hours of volunteer time over a three-day period.  The success of the Jack Brow is a direct result of volunteer commitment.  Please come out and support your athletes.
